The Vet Check 
Other times the vet may require 

that the applicant send a fax or 

email to authorize disclosure of 

the information on file, so some 

follow-up is needed. DRoH 

wants to be sure that the appli-

cantõs pet has been current with 

vaccinations (distemper, parvo, 

rabies) and most importantly that 

use of heartworm medication has 

been consistent. Information 

obtained is for DRoH use only 

and is kept confidential. 

An Important Task  

Sometimes the vet or vet tech 

will comment, òI wish this family 

would adopt me ð theyõre so 

attentive. All shots are current 

going back five years for all of 

their pets.ó In contrast, a red flag 

might be when a tech says, òThey 

have so many pets, they can 

hardly keep up with their check-

ups.ó Itõs particularly important 

to verify that heartworm preven-

tion has been a part of the appli-

cantõs pet routine because as 

many as 70  percent of our in-

takes are heartworm positive and 

must be treated before adoption. 

It would be unfair to put a dog 

through the months of treatment 

and recovery only to risk their 

reinfection in a household that 

doesnõt maintain the monthly 

treatment. 

Paula reflects, òAbout half  the 

applicants get approved for the 

next step in our process. Not 

only do we find great homes, but 

we protect our rescues from 

potentially experiencing further 

trauma in their lives. Our goal is 

to assure a ôhappily ever afterõ 

ending to our furry tales!ó 

A Useful Tool  

Paula has outlined a step-by-step 

approach to make this volunteer 

task easier. The Vet Check vol-

unteer uses a printable question-

naire during the telephone inter-

view with each veterinarian. This 

assures that enough health his-

tory is gathered to make a ôgoõ 

or a ôno goõ recommendation for 

an adoption application. òThe 

questionnaire keeps me on 

track,ó Paula says. 

Paula works with a team: Mere-

dith, Monte, and Teresa. All are 

currently assisting with the calls, 

but there is a critical need for 

more vet checkers since the 

number of expected intakes this 

year is expected to rise. 

Paulaõs enthusiasm is clear in her 

voice, òIõm never bored. Every 

day I learn something new about 

pet rescue, about medical care, 

and about people and dogs in 

general, and I have a wonderful 

feeling of accomplishment. Iõve 

found my niche with DRoH.ó 

 

 

It was 2003 and the timing was 

perfect. Paula, a lifelong dog 

lover as Matisse, Happy, Rusty, 

and Jesse will testify, had re-

cently retired from a career at 

Southwestern Bell. DRoH was 

looking for someone who 

could make phone calls to help 

the adoption process. 

With her typical enthusiasm, 

Paula said, òI can do that!ó Her 

ôcan doõ attitude has contrib-

uted to hundreds of approved 

adoption applications and many 

happy adoption tales over the 

past seven years. She has 

trained additional Vet Check 

volunteers, but because the 

number of rescues and adop-

tions increases each year, 

more volunteers are needed as 

we begin 2010. 

Whatõs a Vet Check? 

Potential adoptive and foster 

families list a veterinarian on 

each application. DRoH volun-

teers contact the veterinarian 

listed to verify and complete 

the health information for 

current or past pets. This is 

the Vet Check, and itõs a criti-

cal first step in the adoption 

approval process. 

Most often the vet check goes 

smoothly, and the call takes 

only three to five minutes. If 

the vetõs computer system is 

down or if there are several 

pets in the family, it may take 

20 minutes. òWe check the 

history of all pets in the family, 

and we like to go back three 

years,ó Paula explains.

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if it was her last chance to get 

our attention.ó And so a 

match was made. 

But something was missing: 

sweet dachsie cuddles and 

kisses. òGretchen is a great 

dog,ó Renee says. òShe is bold 

and outgoing. She loves to 

hunt. But she isnõt very affec-

tionate, and we found we 

really missed the sweetness of 

the dachshund personality.ó 

Renee was familiar with Dachshund 

Rescue of Houston (DRoH). Even 

though Zeus was not adopted 

through DRoH, she enjoyed attend-

ing DRoH fundraisers and loved 

seeing so many happy dogs getting a 

second chance. When she looked 

at the DRoH website, Renee was at 

first drawn to a handsome choco-

late dachshund. 

Fate Steps In  

Enter Maurgan, a volunteer with 

DRoH who fosters dogs and con-

ducts home visits. While scheduling 

the home visit, Maurgan thought 

that one of her fosters, Carolina, 

might be a terrific fit in this house-

hold. She asked if Renee would like 

to meet her. Reneeõs responded, 

òOf course!ó 

Carolina had been passed over 

by many adoptive families as she 

has an unusual look. Carolina is a 

mix, possibly part Italian grey-

hound. But Maurganõs instincts 

were right. òTo us,ó Renee 

shares, òshe was the most beau-

tiful, elegant girl. Longer legs, 

black and tan with a white chest 

ð sheõs really striking.ó And it 

was love at first sight for Fran-

cisco and Gretchen, too. 

òGretchen would let Carolina lie 

on my lap, and there was no 

jealousy. When they started 

playing outdoors together, they just 

ran and ran.ó 

Many know the joy of realizing òthe 

perfect fitó when a new dog joins 

their household. For Renee and 

Francisco, though, the dog chooses 

his human, not the other way 

around. Hereõs why. 

Francisco grew up with dachshunds, 

and shortly after they were mar-

ried, he and Renee adopted Zeus, 

their first dachshund. òNeighbors 

were keeping Zeus in their garage,ó 

Renee says. òHe wasnõt getting 

much love.ó After offering the 

neighbor a solution, Renee and 

Francisco began providing Zeus the 

love and home he was missing. 

They also invested in three surger-

ies over seven years to try to allevi-

ate the pain and immobility caused 

by his chronic disk degeneration. 

Sadly, Zeus passed on last October. 

After a period of grieving, Renee 

was ready for another dog.

back toward the parking lot. 

òGretchen just sort of went crazy, 

barking at us as we walked past 

her,ó Renee remembers. òIt was as

The crowd draw, 

though, is the dock dog event.ó 

In this distance contest, dogs 

race down a dock, then fly off 

the end and land in the water. 

Paws in the Park is coming up 

on March 27ð28, and DRoH is 

looking for coordinators now.

¶ Shoot in daylight, prefera-

bly without flash ð avoid 

shade and shadows. 

¶ Have a squeaky toy or 

treat handy ð it will keep 

your subject alert and 

motivated. 

¶ Select no more than two 

or three faces, enough to 

fill a frame. 

¶ Set the òeliminate red 

eyeó function on your 

camera if itõs available.
