Athletic òRottweiler 

typeó men commented that he 

looked like a man-friend, 

maybe even a hunter.  Every-

one asked what his name 

meant.  Baloo just soaked up 

the attention.  Then Ardyce 

and Mary approached the 

Dachshund Rescue of Houston 

table.  

Baloo was in Maryõs arms in an 

instant.  Or was it Mary who 

was drawn like a magnet to 

Baloo?  Ardyce just stepped 

back and grinned while the 

lovefest progressed.  Lifetime 

dog lovers, Ardyce and Mary 

always visited the Reliant Dog 

Show and introduced them-

selves to as many dogs as pos-

sible.  While many people 

stopped to admire Baloo and 

to inquire about adopting him, 

almost before the dog show 

ended, Ardyce and Mary had 

submitted their application. 

He found an extraordinary 

family.  Upon arriving at their 

house, the little guy walked 

right in, sniffed all around, and 

headed for the kitchen, where 

he gobbled up the kibbles that 

his new companions, Casey 

and Clarence, had left in their 

bowls. Then, back in the living 

room, Baloo surveyed us all 

and made a clear decision to 

jump into Ardyceõs lap in the 

big easy chair.  It was clear this 

was a happy homecoming. 

Baloo soon found his name 

changed to òKelly Linn,ó hon-

oring a relative who fought and 

died at the Alamo.  Not long 

after that, Kelly earned celeb-

rity status in his own right.  He 

generated publicity for DRoH 

with his photo in the Houston 

Chronicle, which Mary uploaded 

via the website at 

www.chron.com/channel/

petshouston.  òIn the photo,ó 

Mary explains, òheõs in his fa-

vorite spot.   When we leave 

the house, Kelly sits on the 

windowsill, surveying the 

neighborhood and waiting for 

our return.  As soon as he 

sees the truck arrive, his tail is 

thumping in anticipation.ó 

Mary and Ardyce brought 

Kelly to the annual Hallowie-

ner fundraiser, where he 

clearly recognized his former 

foster friends.   

He had an extraordinary 

look.  He was a two-year-old, 

silver and cream, wire-haired 

dachshund, a posh dog but 

without the attitude.  And he 

was indeed wired ð tail always 

wagging, head up, ears perked, 

ready for action or a nap, a 

treat or a hug.  His original 

owner could not keep him 

because of her health issues.   

He had an extraordinary 

name.  Maybe he was named 

after the Rudyard Kipling bear 

in The Jungle Book because, like 

the bear who scratched his 

back on trees, Baloo scratched 

his back, too ð on carpet, on a 

chair leg, on the door jamb.  

He would wiggle, twist, and 

grunt with satisfaction.  He 

started his days this way.  

Maybe he was named because 

of the mournful howl he sent 

up the first night in his foster 

home.  Halooooo!  

Halooooo!  Was it a 

call to grieve the past 

or a shout-out to the 

future?   Either way, 

this houndôs life was 

about to change.  

He had extraordi-

nary attraction.

Was it luck, destiny, chance?  Kelly 

was oblivious.  All he knew was 

that he was happy to be home.  He 

still sits in the window, waiting for 

the truck to return. 

bit by bit through most of an old 

sectional sofa, but she was lovable 

enough to stay in the household 

permanently. Then there were the 

two dogs that had to be nursed to 

health after poisonous snakebites.  

Most recently Suzanne cared for 

sweet Champagne, who lost her 

brave battle to distemper earlier 

this month. 

On an average day, though, things 

are more calm than chaotic, and 

more fun than frustrating.  Suz-

anneõs dogs provide hours of enter-

tainment and enjoyment.  With a 

steady stream of new dogs entering 

her home, the family dogs and their 

foster pals seek out playmates that 

suit their personalities.  òItõs fasci-

nating how they align by color,ó 

Suzanne noticed. òMy reds play 

with other reds, and the black and 

tans gravitate toward their b&t 

mates.ó  The dogs love their out-

door playtime and get plenty of 

backyard exercise. 

Suzanne ensures that all of her 

charges know their place in her 

home.  The dachshunds know that 

bedrooms are off limits.  òWe find 

itõs one small way we can maintain 

our alpha role in the household.ó 

òIf you love animals, fostering al-

lows you to go through õem and 

love a whole bunch of õem ð with-

out having to keep 100 dogs at 

your house.  You get to show these 

dogs love, then send them off, 

knowing they will be well taken 

care of  ð happily ever after.ó  

Thatõs how one of Dachshund Res-

cue of Houstonõs most passionate 

foster volunteers describes her 

role. 

Meet Suzanne, òmomó to 59 foster 

dachshunds over the past six years.  

On any given day, you will find five 

dogs who call her household home, 

and another four or five who are 

just soaking up the love before 

moving on to their forever homes. 

Suzanne has seen a variety of char-

acters, clowns, and cuddlers pass 

through her door.  Every one has 

left a mark on her heart. 

Suzanne still has her first rescue, 

Frodo, òfuzzy, red, extreme over-

bite, just funny looking.ó  Then 

there was Bethany, aka òTater 

Tot,ó who stole her heart and left 

Suzanne crying for a month when 

Bethany found a loving new home. 

òWinnie, the Sofa Eateró chewed 

The dogs have the run of most of 

the house, though Winnie some-

times prefers to stay in her large 

crate. 

In fact, since her sofa-

chewing days, Winnie 

has taken on a new role.  

She now serves to 

òbabysitó new dogs that 

seem stressed ð theyõre 

put in the crate with 

her.  Stressed dogs feel 

more secure in the 

crate, and Suzanne has 

found that Winnieõs 

calming demeanor 

soothes them.  As Suzanne puts it, 

òTheyõre walking around the house 

wondering, ôwhereõs my person?õó  

She helps them acclimate by giving 

them lots of 

love and 

providing 

some 

household 

rules.

He drives me to events, 

shoots pictures, and takes me 

and the dogs to meet-and-

greets.ó  Her daughter Adri-

enne has three adopted dachs-

hunds. 

As if the open house policy to 

dachshunds in need isnõt keep-

ing her plate full, Suzanne sup-

ports fundraiser events, sends 

out thank-youõs for donations, 

and tries to stay in touch with 

many of her dogsõ 50+ adop-

tive families.   òDRoH support-

ers are so nice! Theyõre all 

really loving and caring about 

the dogs.  They are just super 

cool, loving people.ó 

 

Ditto, Suzanne! 

For example, feeding time for 

ten chowhounds is surprisingly 

orderly.  òEveryone knows 

their place.ó  New dogs and 

older dogs get a special gated 

area to eat uninterrupted.  

More seasoned fosters line up 

next.  The family dogs patiently 

wait in line for their turn, al-

ways last.  But thatõs okay; they 

know the drill.

Dominick is a long-haired, one-

year-old red dachshund who is 

too thin at nine pounds, but is 

gaining weight now and recov-

ering quickly from burns. He 

loves to run and play with 

other doxies, and give kisses to 

all the people he meets. A few 

puppy traits (a high-pitched 

yelp and sucking on a blanket 

for comfort) just make him 

that much sweeter.  

Luke is a gentle little soul.  He 

loves snuggling up to you on 

the couch, and if you pick him 

up, he just hangs like a rag doll 

on his back, completely con-

tent.  Even though he is calm 

and loving, this tall boy is also 

athletic, which would make 

him a terrific agility dog or 

running partner ð he is excel-

lent on the leash.  He is eager 

to please (potty training is 

going extremely well), loves to 

play with other dogs, and 

rarely barks.  

Dunn is a very sweet, young 

black-and-tan dachshund who 

gets along with all dogs. He 

plays a lot, but his favorite 

thing to do is lie in his foster 

momõs lap in the evening (or 

pretty much anytime). He was 

in pretty bad shape when res-

cued, but has recovered nicely. 

His tongue is a little long for 

his mouth, or his mouth is a 

little short for his tongue, but 

either way, itõs a cute quirk!
