First, to encourage adopting a 

senior. 

Just as with human adoptions, 

statistics show that the 

younger the dog, the quicker it 

is placed with a family. People 

tend to look first to puppy 

adoptions because puppies are 

little and theyõre cute.  The 

senior dog often gets passed 

over.  (continued on p. 3) 

Sable and Dolly are a bonded 

senior pair taken in by Dachs-

hund Rescue of Houston.

A DRoH transport volunteer 

brought Skip to be Pollyõs first 

foster.   In the trip from Pear-

land to midtown Houston, Skip 

appeared shy.  He trembled, 

shed tufts of fur that hung in 

the air, and made soft, high-

pitched keening sounds until 

the car stopped. 

Skip and Polly were introduced 

in the front yard, and once 

inside he did a careful perime-

ter search of each room, effec-

tively ignoring Polly.  He then 

hopped onto the bed and 

made himself at home, a differ-

ent dog than the one who had 

whimpered en route.  He was 

a little presumptuous perhaps, 

but òso far so good.ó 

Still, Skip was ready to fight to 

protect himself.  The first in-

stance was over some deli-

cious morsel he was devouring 

on the bed.  Polly wanted him 

on the floor ð house rules.
